 - These are single sex and led by two leaders. We try to 

 match  up experienced leaders with those coming for the 

 first time. This group will be the focus of your 

 responsibility for the week. 

 

The morning is made up of seminarsseminarsseminarsseminars    

    - This is where the young people do lots of work for 

 themselves. The seminars are led from the front, but lots of 

 work round tables examining what the Bible says about 

 the theme of the week.

All sorts of things from water games 

 to craft to music sessions. There will be time for you to 

 have some space – but we would encourage leaders to 

 help out and be involved as much as possible. Great for 

 relationships!

    ----    An evening meeting that inculdes singing, book reviews, 

 testimonies and the Big Teach (a 30-40 minute talk). This is 

 the time when lots of the information discovered through
